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A Note on Embedded Topicalization

Abstract

Topicalization is considered to be root transformation, which is not
allowed to apply in embedded clauses. In fact, it can be observed in
some restricted kinds of embedded clauses. The purpose of this paper is
to discuss the semantic and syntactic restrictions on embedded topicali-
zation.

First in section 1, I will describe the kind of embedded clauses in
which topicalization is allowed to apply. Then in section 2, I will exam-
ine two approaches to embedded topicalization the CP creation analysis
by Watanabe (1992) and the IP adjunction analysis by Maki et al. (1999).
In section 3, I will analyze embedded topicalization assuming the frame-
work of the dynamic model of grammar proposed by Kajita (1977) and
argue that a wider range of the facts described in section 1 can be ex-
plained by this analysis compared to the two approaches shown in sec-

tion 2.
